Since then, a 
group of Hopewell pastors and business 
leaders, led by Scot Magann, have 
officially organized Friends of Kenya to 
direct donations to The Lordõs Sanctuary 
Ministries for building the school and other 
practical development projects. Friends of 
Kenya has received more than $10,000 in 
donations already.

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  Just when you think life just canõt 
get any busier, somehow it does!  
Hopewell Christian Fellowship has 
been in the planning stages of an 
expansion to its existing building 
over the last three years.  Just as 
we  completed the planning stage,  
obtained all of our permits, and  
began the fundraising stage ð life 
got even busier.  
 

   In 1990, when HCF bought the original 
property, it included a farmhouse, small 
barn, and outbuildings.  The wife of the 
couple that sold the farm to HCF remained 
as a welcomed occupant until her health 
would no longer allow her to live 
independently.  In November of 2008, a 
sweet, elderly Mrs. Leidy, at the age of 96, 
moved out of the house and HCF now had 
the opportunity to upgrade it.  The house 
was built as a stone and wood frame farm 
house in the 1930s and has not been 
upgraded in many years.  

   Assembling a team, including a local builder 
from within our church, we have embarked on 
a major renovation of this circa1930 house, 
and what surprises one finds in an old house! 
While the foundations are good, the walls 
and floors are a different story.  The overall 
plan is to have a rentable unit on the first 
floor and a guest quarters on the second 
floor.  We are still evaluating whether to fully 
renovate this old building or to consider a 
new structure possibly on this site.  We are 
excited to be able to embark on this project 
and let the Lord provide for this and for the 
new expansion on His timetable.  So please 
join us in prayer as we advance the plan of 
God which He has given to us.
